The Market Animal Committee has established this scholarship in order to recognize outstanding 4-H/FFA members who wish to further their education and use the skills they have gained in the 4-H and FFA program.  

Requirements

1. Must be a senior and in good standing in their local high school and meet the requirements to graduate.

2. Must have shown in the Langlade County Livestock Project (beef, sheep, or swine) attending a university, technical college or a farm short course in the fall of the current year.   

3. Forms are available at the UW-Extension office and are due back by May 1st at 4:30 p.m.

1. Up to two scholarships of $100 each.

2. The Educational/Scholarship Committee will review applications and select recipients and rank up to three alternates.

3. Payment of the scholarship will be made to the member when all classes taken in the first semester have a 2.0 GPA (semester grades due March 1).  If the member does not follow these rules, the next eligible member will receive the scholarship.  The member shall give the 4-H Agent a copy of his/her transcript of grades.
